Getting started with your Blackmagic Media Player 10G is quick and easy! This getting
started section will show you how to power your Media Player 10G, connect to your computer
with an Ethernet cable, plug into the desktop and monitor outputs, plus install the Desktop

Video software.

even power your laptop via your Blackmagic Media Player 10G.

To connect an external keyboard or mouse to your computer, simply connect via the ‘desktop

The Blackmagic Desktop Video software includes all the drives and applications you need to
use your Blackmagic Media Player 10G. The Desktop Video software includes the Blackmagic
Media Player Setup utility that you can use to change settings and configure your media player.

After installing the Desktop Video software and once your computer restarts,
it will check the internal software on your Blackmagic Media Player 10G. If it doesn’t
match the version installed on your computer, the software will prompt you to update.
Click ‘ok’ to start the update and restart your computer to complete the process.

Adjusting the audio delay allows
you to compensate for any video processing delays in televisions or monitors connected to the
HDMI or SDI monitor outputs.

The diagram below shows a DaVinci Resolve Replay setup using Blackmagic Media Player 10G.
In this example, Media Player 10G is connected to a Blackmagic Ethernet Switch 360P via 10G
Ethernet and a laptop computer via Thunderbolt, allowing DaVinci Resolve to access the files
being recorded on Blackmagic Cloud Store Max.

Blackmagic Media Player 10G’s SDI “fill and ‘key’ outputs are connected to two available inputs
on the ATEM switcher. A third SDI cable connects the ATEM Switcher’s multiview output to the
SDIlinput on Media Player 10G and this carries the switcher’s multiview output and timecode
back to DaVinci Resolve.

For more information on setting up a DaVinci Resolve Replay system, refer to the DaVinci
Resolve Replay Editor manual, which can be downloaded from

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DaVinci Resolve Replay
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Blackmagic Media Player 10G’s 12G-SDI fill and key outputs allow graphics and stingers to be
keyed over the ATEM switcher’s program output for smooth transitions in and out of replays.

The ‘default video standard’, ‘default pixel format” and ‘default color gamut’ settings control the
video standard options for a monitor connected to the SDI or HDMI extended ‘desktop’ outputs
of your Blackmagic Media Player 10G.

If you are using video editing software that doesn’t include options to set the video monitoring
output, such as Final Cut Pro, you can use these settings to determine the monitoring video
output mode.
